The NAHB Seniors Housing Council (SHC) is accepting proposals for the 2004 symposium education programs.  Proposals are to address one or more of the industry categories provided.   In an effort to continue to provide the highest quality education for the attendees, the symposium education committee is going to try some innovative approaches to creating education sessions.  The committee will be developing topical programs that support the symposium theme.  The committee will look at combining the expertise of industry professionals based upon their program submission.  The committee encourages submitters to create programs that target the experienced industry professional and the repeat symposium attendee.  

Submission information

We expect to meet or exceed the 2003 symposium attendance of 500 in 2004.  Sessions are scheduled to be 1½  hours in length.  The audience will consist of experienced builders, operators and consultants, as well as newcomers to the seniors housing industry.  Attendees are single- family builder/developers and multi family builder/developers as well as the consultants that support the development of 50+ seniors communities.  Audience size will range from approximately 75 to 150 attendees per session.  In 2004 we will introduce a special executive track of education to address the interests of those attendees that are very experienced in the 50+ seniors housing industry.   An effort will be made to thread general session speaker topics with the simultaneous breakout session topics as well as to the theme, “It’s All About Lifestyle.”  

· Submissions should be provided in an outline, concept format.  If the program is accepted, the submitter must agree to finalize the program detail in a specified time frame.

· Speakers will receive complimentary symposium registration.  Speakers do not receive any payment for speaking, other than the keynote speaker.

· More than one submission may be submitted by an individual or group.

· Only one representative from a company may be on each panel of presenters.  An individual may not appear on more than two programs

· Preference will be given to members of NAHB Seniors Housing Council.
