47 States 
NGBS Certified Homes can be found in 47 states across the 

country. The only three states that currently do not have any 
certified homes are Alaska, Oregon, and Wyoming. However, 
projects are already pursuing certification in Oregon and are 

projected to be certified in the coming year.
