Sample Major Structural Coverage

For a period of 10 years from the commencement date of the warranty, the Company expressly warrants to the Owner and any subsequent owner of the home, that the home will be free from major structural defects. A major structural defect is defined as being an actual defect in load-bearing portions of the house that seriously impairs their load-bearing function to the extent that the house is unsafe, unsanitary, or unlivable. For purposes of this definition, the following items comprise the structure of the house:

Foundation system 

b.
